I refer to your letter of 26th January and have had a discussion with the Chairman, and can advise that the Parish Council are very much against the suggested closure of its convenience. There is no alternative convenience within the village, and as the Public House is not open during the day time people cannot be directed to an alternative site. It is unfortunate that Parish Council Precepts had to be set by 19'h January, so no Council can even consider making any alternative arrangements in this financial year.

The undertaking by the Parish Council, of such a well used facility at a cost to Craven of £8000 is not a decision which can be entered into quickly, without exploring all alternatives.

The Parish Council are meeting 2°d February and no doubt a fuller response will be forth coming

The Parish Council is therefore opposed to the suggested actions, and requests that the convenience be retained and kept for public use for the foreseeable future.
